God in The Arts

Editor: Have you ever thought how an actual church building might provide a series of visual aids to spiritual
meditation? The Rev Michael Burgess continues his procession through a church building, this month pausing
to consider the significance of the screen at the east end

‘He gave us eyes to see them’ — the screen at the east end

‘I am the light of the world,” our Lord says in St John’s
Gospel. He is the One who can bring sight and insight to
those born blind, and vision to those who feel they live in
a world of darkness. In Him is the glory of God and life for
all people. That radiant glory greets those who visit
Wymondham Abbey in Norfolk and look down the main |
aisle to see the wondrous screen at the east end depicting | %
Christ in majesty surrounded by our Lady and the saints.

Ironically, the history of the Abbey in the Middle Ages was ¢
one of darkness and conflict, where disagreement severed
the harmony of monks and townspeople. The Abbey was
dissolved in the 16" century, but then restored to its former
glory in the early 20" century. Ninian Comper began
working on the screen in 1922, and it was completed in
1934.

In front of the screen is a large altar with a crucifix and six
tall, stately candlesticks. Their lights are signs of Jesus the
Light proclaimed by the dazzling central figure on the Wikimedia Commons:
screen behind. Originally candlesticks would have stood Evelyn Simak

on the ground before the altar, or lamps were hung above. | \yymondham Abbey - the chancel
In the 14" century candles were placed on the altar.

Aesthetic judgement will vary from person to person, and some may find tall candlesticks like
these obtrusive, detracting from the sacrament of the altar. Whatever their size, when lit they
announce that Jesus is the true light, who welcomes everyone to find nourishment and
guidance for life’s pilgrimage in communion at that table. Here at Wymondham Abbey | think
the pilgrim visitor will find that the beauty and grace of these altar furnishings complement the
great mystery of divine light celebrated in Ninian Comper’s masterpiece.

We couldn't have done it without you!

Prayer for the Month

The Exsultet:

Rejoice, heavenly powers! Sing, choirs of angels!
O Universe, dance around God’s throne!
Jesus Christ, our King, is risen!

Sound the victorious trumpet of salvation!

Rejoice, O earth, in glory, revealing the splendour of your creation,
radiant in the brightness of your triumphant King!
Christ has conquered! Now his life and glory fill you!

Darkness vanishes for ever!
Rejoice, O Mother Church! Exult in glory!
The risen Saviour, our Lord of life, shines upon you!
Let all God’s people sing and shout for joy.

The Exsultet is a song of joy which is sung only on Easter morning after the lighting of the
Easter candle and the sharing of the new light in the unlit Church.

It is a song which celebrates Christ’s victory over death and evil, over all the forces of
darkness which destroy life and hope. In the journey of Holy Week, we see Jesus in despair
in Gethsemane; we see Him betrayed and arrested, we see His disciples flee, and then,
alone, He faces His Passion and Cross.

On Good Friday death and chaos and evil seem to have won the day. Christ is defeated, the
hope that He brought to the world lies in tatters at the foot of the Cross. all that is left to do is
to take His broken body and lay it in the tomb.

And then, on Easter Day, joy and hope break into the chaos and the darkness of the world.
Christ is revealed as the victor, death and darkness flee from Him. Death is defeated once
and for all and for all time.

Resurrection is not God stepping in at the last moment to prevent defeat, rather it is God
acting when all hope is gone, when the very worst thing imaginable has happened.
Resurrection is the triumph of hope when there is no hope, for those who have no hope.

And the resurrection of Christ means that no one is beyond hope, that there is no situation
which is beyond the victory of God in Christ.

And so, on Easter morning we sing of the victory of Christ, of the triumph of life and light and
love. In the heart of the darkness the light of Christ shines and the darkness has not
mastered it (John 1:5).

On Easter morning as we sing the Exsultet, we join with all creation, with things earthly and
heavenly in rejoicing in the triumph of the Crucified God.

May the hope and the joy of the risen Christ be with you this Eastertide. Tim.

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The Seven Deadly Sins: Envy

Editor: Canon Paul Hardingham begins a seven-part series. This will run until the July issue.

‘A heart at peace gives life to the body, but envy rots the bones.’ (Proverbs 14:30).

This month we are looking at the Deadly Sin of envy. As a consuming desire to have what
others have got, it's a major source of unhappiness.

It is different to jealousy: ‘Envy is wanting something that someone else has. Jealousy is the
fear of losing something you already have to someone else’ (Brene Brown). We can envy
things like wealth, looks and, possessions, resulting in resentment, bitterness and anger. The
pursuit of possessing what others have will always leave us empty and dissatisfied, as the
use of social media demonstrates.

How do we overcome envy in our lives?

Gratitude: ‘Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus’. (1
Thessalonians 5:18). A grateful heart has no room for envy, when we focus on God’s love for
us and what He has given us, rather than looking at others’ gifts and opportunities. God has
created us uniquely to be the people we are and different to others. As a result, we are better
able to rejoice with those who rejoice and weep with those who weep.

Trust: ‘And God is able to bless you abundantly, so that in all things at all times, having all
that you need, you will abound in every good work.’ (2 Corinthians 9:8). One of the chief
causes of envy is FOMO: Fear of Missing Out! We can trust that God knows everything that
we need and so we don’t need to worry about missing out. By entrusting our lives to Him, we
can confidently depend on God meeting all our needs.

Is God truly enough for me? ‘The Lord is my shepherd, | lack nothing.” (Psalm 23:1).

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Remembering the musical genius of Richard D’Oyley Carte

It was 125 years ago, on 3" April 1901, that Richard D’'Oyly Carte, e >
theatrical impresario, died. He built the Savoy Theatre and the Palace
Theatre in London, managed some of the most important theatrical stars
of the era, and founded a touring opera company.

Best known now for his association with Gilbert and Sullivan, Carte
operated during the late Victorian age as a talent spotter/agent and
theatrical impresario, as well as building a hotel empire. Among his many
clients were Jacques Offenbach, Clara Schumann, James McNeill
Whistler, Matthew Arnold and Oscar Wilde.

Carte was born in 1844 in Soho, but when he was a boy the family moved to Dartmouth Park in
Islington, North London, where he was brought up in a large, detached house by an artistic family
who spoke French at home two days a week. The name D’Oyly is French/Norman, and the family
also had Welsh ancestry. Musically gifted, Carte studied violin and flute from an early age, then
took up composing.

While risqué French musicals were popular on the London musical stage in the 1870s, Carte felt
that wholesome, skilful English comic opera could take over. So, he recruited dramatist W S
Gilbert and composer Arthur Sullivan, whose first joint venture was the short, experimental Trial
by Jury. This became a huge success and led to the 13 ‘Savoy’ operas, whose clever wordplay
and magical tunes exhibited such staying power that they are still in constant demand today.

To exploit his ‘find’, Carte founded the D'Oyly Carte Opera Company, which was run after his
death by his second wife, Helen. He also built the state-of-the-art Savoy Theatre, and next to it
the Savoy Hotel. Other hotels followed.

Biographer Hesketh Pearson said: “He took what other people thought were risks, but he felt were
certainties.”

What's orange, sticky and worth preserving?

This month sees National Marmalade Week (18" — 25™ April). If you really want to celebrate, go
to Dalemain Mansion and Gardens in Cumbria, where they hold the World Marmalade Awards &
Festival. It celebrates, preserves and promotes artisanal marmalades, with thousands of entries.
(Even Paddington Bear will be in attendance!)

If you like marmalade, ever wonder where it comes from? One tradition traces it to a storm-
damaged Spanish ship which took refuge in Dundee Harbour in 1700. It was full of Seville oranges
that the captain was desperate to sell before they went mouldy. A local down-on-luck merchant,
one James Keiller, bought the lot. He didn’t know what to do with the oranges either, but fortunately
he had a resourceful wife. She set about turning a shipload of Seville oranges into a preserve,
and so the first marmalade factory was born.

Marmalade has been at the heart of British breakfasts for centuries. Winston Churchill fought the
Second World War on it (washed down with a flute of Pol Roger each morning). DH Lawrence
wrote novels on it. Paddington Bear's sandwiches were all marmalade. If you also want to get
your fingers sticky, visit: www.marmaladeawards.com.

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What's the Big Idea?

An Introduction to the Books of the New Testament: Lamentations

Editor: Canon Paul Hardingham continues his series on the books of the Bible

The Book of Lamentations consists of five laments over the destruction of Jerusalem and the
exile of Judah’s leading inhabitants to Babylon. Tradition ascribes the book to Jeremiah, who
witnessed Jerusalem’s destruction in 586 BC. Each lament is an acrostic i.e. each verse
begins in order with a different letter of the Hebrew alphabet (except the fifth).

The themes of the laments can be summarised as follows: Jerusalem in Agony (1); the
LORD’s Anger (2); Judah’s complaint against Adversity (3); Jerusalem’s Anxiety (4); and
Judah’s prayer to the Almighty (5). Lamentations portrays the overwhelming sense of loss
that accompanied the destruction of the city, along with its Temple with its worship and
sacrifices. However, the book is not simply concerned about Jerusalem’s destruction, but for
the lessons that can be learned from it.

Jeremiah sees the Babylonians as human agents of God’s judgment upon Judah’s sin. It was
God Himself who destroyed the city and temple. However, God’s action was not arbitrary, for
the people had deliberately sinned against Him and broken their covenant with Him. Although
the people’s tears and cries for vengeance are understandable, God looks for a sincere
heartfelt sorrow from the people. The book begins with lament, ‘How deserted lies the city,
once so full of people! How like a widow is she who once was great among the nations!’ 1:1),
but finishes with repentance, ‘Restore us to yourself, Lord, that we may return; renew our
days as of old’ (5:21).

However, in the middle of the book there is a reminder of God’s goodness and faithfulness:
‘Because of the Lord’s great love we are not consumed, for His compassions never fail. They
are new every morning; great is your faithfulness.’ (3:22-23).

God in the Sciences

The Beauty of Good Friday

Some of the most beautiful things in the world have an ugly side. What about the emperor
penguin chick, nestling in a feathery pouch above its parent’s feet? There’s a lovely moment
when mum and dad greet each other over the gaping beak of their fuzz-ball offspring. Heads
bent together, making a heart shape in the air, we can’t help seeing a reflection of our own
ideals of love in the pair.

But the reality of what those birds are going through is even more gruelling than human
parenthood. Father penguin has spent all winter sheltering the egg from freezing hurricane-force
winds, while mother penguin was feeding at sea. When the chick hatched its parents started an
exhausting game of tag, taking it in turns to walk across the ice and risk being eaten by leopard
seals or killer whales, in order to catch fish for their new offspring.

The living world is truly wonderful in so many ways, but the darker side of the picture is never far
away. Creation is groaning (Romans 8:22), and just waiting to be rescued. Enter Jesus, through
whom all of Creation was made. The king of the universe came to live with us, bringing His great
love and wisdom to the human population of first-century Israel. The Creator was relating to His

creation in a very personal way, and this could have been a totally beautiful picture.

But there is a horrifically ugly side of Jesus’ story that threatens to obscure the beauty of what
He did on Good Friday. It was a brutal and terrifying day when human sinfulness resulted in the
Son of God being executed by His enemies, but thankfully there was much more to it than that.
The death and resurrection of Jesus Christ set off a seismic wave of spiritual events whose
effects are still rippling out across the world.

So that ugly day over 2,000 years ago is called ‘good’ because of what it achieved. Those who
follow Jesus find their lives are changed for the better, even if their day-to-day existence may
still be incredibly tough. When people come to understand what Creation is for and who it
belongs to, they can begin to serve and preserve the earth as they should. These things are only
whispers of what is to come, but they give me hope for the future redemption of all Creation. |
can choose to dwell on the beauty of Jesus’ death because it was not the end of the story — the
future beckons.

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National Parks Fortnight - 4th to 18th April

This month would be a good time to visit at least one of our 15 National Parks, and to
appreciate once again the role they play in conserving our environment and encouraging
people to enjoy outdoor activities.

Just some highlights:

Oldest: The Peak District was designated as the first UK National Park in 1951.

Largest Park: Cairngorms National Park in Scotland, covering 1,748 square miles.
Smallest: New Forest National Park, at only 150 square miles.

Most populated: South Downs National Park, with about 12,000 people living within it.
Most visited: Lake District National Park, with about 18 million visitors a year.

Longest coastline: Pembrokeshire Coast National Park, with a coastline of 186 miles long.

Altogether, there are ten National Parks in England, three in Wales and two in Scotland:
England - Dartmoor, Exmoor, the New Forest, the South Downs, the Broads, the Peak
District, the Yorkshire Dales, the Lake District, the North Yorkshire Moors and
Northumberland.

Wales - Snowdonia, the Brecon Beacons and Pembrokeshire Coast.

Scotland - Lock Lomond & the Trossachs and Cairngorms.

Altogether, the National Parks make up roughly 10% of the total landmass in the UK.

Your Easter chocolate can be good for you

It all began in ancient Peru over 5,000 years ago. They liked to sip
cacao, the purest form of chocolate. It took many centuries to find its
way to Europe, but when it did arrive, it was a big hit. Now, with sugar
added, chocolate is one of the most popular treats we know. In the UK
we munch our way through about 4.5kg of it, per person, per year.

Dark chocolate is soaring in popularity. If it is of good quality, it will
have less sugar and more beneficial plant compounds such as
polyphenols and flavanols, which can help protect your brain, your
heart and your gut from inflammation, among other things.

How to get the best from your chocolate:

Keep your chocolate cool (16 — 18 degrees Centigrade) and in a dry, airtight place.

Never put your chocolate in the fridge (if you already have, let it warm to room temperature
for a couple of hours before you eat it).

Bring out the full flavour of chocolate by drinking water with it.

If you are drinking tea or coffee, don’t bother with expensive chocolates — you won’t be able
to appreciate them properly!

This year during Lent | have been leading a Lent course on Encountering the Bible through
Icons. | read several books on Icons to prepare for it, and one reflection by Rowan Williams a
former Archbishop of Canterbury set the whole tone of my own personal journey from Ash
Wednesday to Easter.

And yet
how that image has become distorted, how that light has been hidden. | know that | am not
the person that God made me to be. We all know this truth of ourselves. It is where Lent
usually begins as we look at ourselves honestly.

And so this Lent | have considered how Jesus sees ‘What | have made of myself.’ | believe
that He sees truly, but compassionately. | also believe that He breathes His Spirit upon us -
upon me - to help us (to help me) find forgiveness and healing so that | may better reflect the
image of God in my life.

| believe that Christ also sees this world. | believe that He sees the world as it was made to
be - God’s creation, a holy place, a place of beauty and goodness and plenty. And He sees
what we have made of this world.

By our wars and our pollution we treat God’s creation as something to be exploited and used.
The bountiful resources of God’s creation are hoarded by the few while many have less that
they need.

Sometimes faith and religion can be private - unconcerned with politics and economics and
international relations. But Faith is not private - it is personal, but it is not private. Part of our
following Jesus is fulfilled in seeking the healing of creation, the healing of our relationship
with God’s creation. We are called to be peace-makers and reconcilers, called to see Christ
in the other and in every other. This too is a part of our Easter faith.

As followers of Jesus we do not despair, either about ourselves or about creation, for, as St
Augustine reminds us, “We are an Easter People.” the resurrection, the triumph of Christ is at
the heart of our faith and our lives.

May the risen Christ be with this Easter. He says to us as He said to His first followers, “As
the Father has sent me, so | send you ... receive the Holy Spirit” Amen.

The Gardening Year — April

A summary of the months’ work.

Dalias, April is a very busy time, with much to do and little time available. Wet weekends can
cause considerable hold ups in the general works. A dry month can be helpful, but extra care must
be taken to see that the young plants do not run short of moisture. Plant out dormant tubas in mild
areas towards the end of the month. Prepare the soil for young plants and protect the new shoots
from spring frost when they appear above ground. Divide clumps of tubas to increase stock.

Chrysanthemums, rake a balance general fertiliser into ground prepared for planting. Carnations
and pinks. Apply fertiliser to growing and mature plants. Continue planting pinks and border
carnations. Stop modern pinks if necessary. Take action against pest. Stake pinks with branching
twigs.

Trees and shrubs, plant evergreen shrubs during showery weather. Continue planting pot grown
wall shrubs. Water newly planted trees and shrubs in dry weather and mulch with manure or lawn
mowings.

Patio and town gardens, complete preparation of tubs, boxes and troths for planting. Plant
alpines in sinks and troths. Sow seed of hardy annuals.

House plants give plants there spring clean, removing dead leaves and washing off dust. Slightly
increase the rate of watering again. Give cacti there first watering of the season. Give a liquid
house plant fertiliser to all plants you have had for more than 6 months.

Vegetables if not already done plant onion sets and sow salad crops. Sow wrinkle seeded peas,
main crop carrots, main crop potatoes, globe beetroot plant out late summer cabbages and sow
winter cabbages and purple sprouting broccoli.

Herbs make a sowing of parsley; also make a small sowing of herbs you like to grow. Plant
lavender or rosemary to form a shelter belt.

Lawns to improve worn out lawns, mow aerate, apply spring fertiliser, scarify and where
necessary, over seed at half an ouns per sq. yard. Apply a light top dressing of loamy soil quarter
of an inch deep. Roll the lawn if dry but leave if wet.

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Time to Eat — Spring Onions

When raw or very lightly cooked, spring onions impart a wonderfully vibrant yet
mild flavour where normal onions would be overpowering. Make some champ by
folding chopped spring onions into creamy mashed potatoes - add some grated
cheddar if you like - and marvel at how such a simple dish can taste so fantastic.
Or combine with ginger to form the soul of a number of classic Chinese and
Japanese dishes.

Spring onions are now available throughout the year but the youngest and most
tender onions are usually found in spring and early summer.

Onions have been used as a foodstuff since prehistoric times and were cultivated
by the Egyptians, Greeks and Romans. References to spring onions occur in
Chinese literature dating back over two thousand years. Spring Onions (also
known as Scallions) are edible vegetables of various species in the genus Allium.
Spring Onions generally have a milder taste than most onions. Spring Onions
have a long, delicate green stem that is white near the root. They have no bulb
and a mild, sweet onion flavour. Their close relatives include garlic, shallots,
leeks, chives, and Chinese onions. The leaves are eaten both raw and cooked.

Spring Onions produce hollow, tubular, green leaves that grow directly from the bulb, which does
not fully develop. This is different to other Allium species where bulbs fully develop, such as
commercially available onions and garlic. True spring onions look similar to green onions but have
a distinctive white bulb at the base.

The names scallion and shallot derive from the Old French eschalotte, by way of eschaloigne,
from the Latin Ascalonia caepa or "Ascalonian onion", a namesake of the ancient Eastern
Mediterranean coastal city of Ascalon. Other names used in various parts of the world include
spring onion, green onion, table onion, salad onion, onion stick, long onion, baby onion, precious
onion, wild onion, yard onion, gibbon and syboe (Scots).

A good source of vitamins B and C, folate and fibre. Onions are relatively high in flavonoids, an
antioxidant that is thought to protect against cancer and heart disease.

The smallest, thinnest onions are the youngest and best. Choose onions with straight leaves and
white bulbs. Keep in the fridge for up to 4-5 days. To use, trim off the root and any dry or tired
looking bits from the green tops. The bulb area can be eaten raw or cooked but the tops are best
when chopped and added to a dish just before serving.

Miscellany - In the Tarragona area of Spain a type of spring onion known as calgots are the subject
of annual festivals (the calgotadas) traditionally held in January or February. To start the
gastronomic celebrations, calcots are grilled on charcoals, wrapped in newspaper and then eaten
with a Romescu-style sauce made with nuts, garlic, tomatoes, bread, vinegar, oil and parsley. The
feasting continues with grilled meats washed down with plenty of wine. See link for recipe below
